Through the years, the
individualism and creativity of Jazz artists has produced more than 40 different styles, including
Dixieland, swing, bebop, cool jazz, free jazz or “straight ahead” and “fusion” along with
contemporary “smooth jazz” and various other stylized commercial blends. More than just the
enjoyment of a musical genre, we celebrate jazz and its historical evolution as a cultural force that
embodies individualism, freedom and creativity.
